Westmorland Country Show Visit – 10th September 2025 
 
Year 4 will be going on a school trip on Wednesday 10th September to the Westmorland 
County Show. Children are to arrive at school for 8:45am and will return to school at 
approximately 3:15pm. 
They will be walking around the show to see their work displayed in the Learning for Life 
marquee. They will also get to experience an agricultural show and see many exciting exhibits 
and all the animals.  

All children are to wear their school top and jumper, with comfortable joggers or leggings and a 
waterproof jacket. Pupils all need to wear old trainers or wellies that they are happy walking in 
as they will spend a lot of the day on their feet, there are paths but the grass may be a little 
muddy. If it is a hot day, pupils may need sun cream and a hat. Children must bring a packed 
lunch and drinks (no glass bottles or fizzy drinks). If your child is eligible for free school meals, 
school will provide them with a packed lunch but please can you bring your own drinks. Their 
packed lunch and water bottle should be within a small backpack which they will carry with 
them all day. 

Westmorland Agricultural Society have kindly gifted us the tickets for free therefore a 
contribution of £10 is requested towards the cost of transport to and from the show. Please can 
you sign your child up for this trip on Arbor, we have asked for a minimum instalment of £2.00 
as we understand the trip is very soon, the remaining £8.00 is to be paid by Friday 26th 
September.  

Please ignore the date of the trip on Arbor, it is only showing 26th Sept so payments can be made 
up to that date. 

If your child requires travel sickness medication please bring it to the school office the day 
before the trip and sign the consent form for staff to administer medicine. 

Please also be aware that good behaviour in school is essential at all times to participate in 
school trips.
